NDHQ Functional Review

DDTS (along with DDRM) was one of two Functional Review
Unit Managers assigned to examine DGDS functions as part of
the NDHQ review process. Between May and Nov (1990) all
division activities were identified and timings estimated for the
completion of each activity. Activities were next prioritized into
incremental packages; the manpower requirements for each
package was identified as well as the consequences of not
providing the activity in each package.

After a series of meetings of senior NDHQ staff the decision
was handed down that incremental packages representing 2
person years would be eliminated from DGDS establishment
over the next 2 years. These lost packages represent a number
of functions which will be reduced or eliminated. In people
terms TS 3-2 position filled now by WO Hawkins and the
TS/OT secretary have been lost.

OPERATIONS AND
TRAINING DIRECTORATE

In July 1990, Col E. Cragg was appointed Director replacing Col
D. Jones who assumed command of 14DU.

During the fall of 1990, DDOT held several mini-boards and
one final selection board for DOTP candidates. A total of forty-
four applications were reviewed and twenty-two enrolled.
Board members were Col Cragg (Chairman), LCol G. Brissette
(DDOT 2) and LCol E. Foley (DDTS 2).

In September 1990, an SPQR was submitted to DMOS for
development of specialty training for 722 Dental Clinical
Assistants as Oral and Maxillofacial Surgical Assistants.

Col Cragg sat as a member of the Specialist Officer Merit
Board, 24 September - 02 October 1990. LCol Brissette chaired
the Dental NCMs Merit Board 9-18 October 1990.

On 17 October 1990, Col Cragg lectured to the Dental
Detachment Commander’s Course at CFDSS on “post-graduate
training” and “continuing education”.

On 18 October 1990, Col Cragg chaired a Dental Hygiene
Selection Board, with members CWO T. James, DPCOR/DP, and
MWO P. Ruck, Senior Dent Hygst, 1 DU.

A PG Selection Board was held at the Division on 10
December 1990. The Board consisted of Col Cragg (Chairman),
Col M. Deyette (DDTS), Col P. McQueen (CO, 15 DU) and LCol
R. Swan (DPCO 8). LCol Brissette (DDOT 2) served as Board
Secretary and Maj D. Tingley (PCO Dent) as Board Consultant.
Four candidates were selected to commence PG training in
1992 in Oral Surgery, Prosthodontics, Periodontics and General
Dentistry.

During January 1991, DDOT initiated re-opening of the
skilled enrollee plan for the 723 Dental Laboratory Technician
occupation due to the present manning shortfall.

General

We are smack dab in the middle of the “Nebel” (foggy) season
signifying that fall is truly here and that our brigade will soon
be returning from the Autumn exercises.

THE GREAT ODYSSEY

On the 28th of March 1990, HMCS Provider accompanied by
HMCS Huron, Kootenay and Annapolis let go all lines for a 4
month deployment. For the first part of the exercise the dental
services were assumed by Maj E.L. Reid and Cpl S.P. Breton.
During the RIMPAC, Provider was involved in various
manoeuvres. It was also possible to assist at 2 gun fire
exercises done by the American Battleship USS Missouri. On
completion of RIMPAC, Maj Reid flew back to Victoria and LCol
E.D. Graham relieved him for the rest of the trip.

The Provider and other Canadian ships started what was to
be the second phase of the deployment; “WESTPLOY 90". The
first port of call was Pusan, South Korea. If your nose is
blocked and you are not very hungry or you plan to start a
diet, Pusan is the place to visit. For an addicted shopper, South
Korea is quite a market place.

After Pusan, Provider weighed anchor, direction
Vladivostock, USSR. Vladivostock is a closed city in that
Russians living outside of Vladivostock are not allowed in the
city. Since the revolution 70 years ago, we were the first
foreigners allowed to visit the city. The city of Vladivostock

itself was very clean with lots of trees. It looks like any city
you can find on the east coast of Canada.

The third port of call was Hong Kong. Hong Kong is a large
city with gigantic buildings. Like Korea, Hong Kong is a great
place for shoppers, however, the lifestyle is much more
expensive.

On 19 June, only three days out of Hong Kong, 90
Vietnamese boat people were found and rescued at sea by the
Provider. The refugees said their vessel left Vietnam with 106
people aboard but 16 died at sea. Out of those 90 refugees, 2
died onboard the Canadian ship and were buried at sea. The
group had planned to sail to Malaysia but were blown off
course by a storm and several passing ships ignored their pleas
for help. They spent 21 days at sea, 10 without food or water.
The boat people sailed for 5 days in the Provider before the
Phillippine Government allowed the 88 Vietnamese boat people
to leave the ship.

After a short stay in Manilla, the ships proceeded to Guam,
the last port of call before the return to Victoria. The ships
arrived at Esquimalt on the 19th of July 1990.
