14 DENTAL UNIT — ORGANIZATION AND RESPONSIBILITY

A brief reference was made in the September Newsletter on the
present establishment and responsibilities of 14 Dental Unit. It
is felt that these brief statements should be expanded upon. This
first article will deal strictly with 14 Dental Unit Headquarters,
its command affiliation, and its overall regional responsibility.
Before getting into the Unit role, it might be appropriate to present
an overview of the parent command.

Air Command was formed on the 2nd September 1975 under the
command of LGen William K. Carr. This placed overall responsibilities
for all air resources under one Commander. This also provided the
first entity with which all airmen could identify since the integration
of the RCAF into the Canadian Forces in 1968. Control of Canada's
military air resources from 1968 to 1975 was spread among several
commands; Air Transport Command, Air Defence Command, Maritime Command,
Mobile Command, Training Command and CFE. During this period, 1&
Dental Unit was part of Training Command.

Air Command is now modelled on the doctrinal tenet of centralized
command and decentralized execution and is thus divided into six functional
air groups reporting to the Command Headquarters in Winnipeg. The
six functional air groups are Maritime Air Group, 10 Tactical Air
Group, Air Transport Group, Fighter Group, Air Reserve Group and
14 Training Group. These Groups exercise operational command over
their assigned resources but, the Commander of Air Command is
responsible for flight safety, air doctrine, and standards for flying
operations throughout the Canadian Forces.

The Commander of Air Command is also the Commander of Prairie

by an organization structured along geograp (or regional) lines.
As a result the country has been divided into the following six regions,
cach with regional responsibility and control:

a. Atlantic (four Atlantic Provinces) - Commander MARCOM;

b. Eastern (Quebec) - Commander FMC;

c. Central (Ontario) - Commander CFTS;
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d. Prairie (three Prairie Provinces) — Commander AIRCOM;
e. Pacific (British Columbia) - Commander MARPAC; and
f. Northern (N.W.T. and Yukon) - Commander NRHQ.

The regional roles may differ slightly from region to region;
but all should include the majority of the following functions:

a. conduct of operations in the region (except those specifically
assigned to another Commander);

b. provision of CF representation to provinces in the region;
c. operation of Provincial Warning Centres;

d. maintenance of Regional Emergency Government Headquarters
and its military manning during emergency operations;

e. preparation and execution of plans for assistance to civil
authorities, aid to civil power and survival operations;

f. to direct training and administration of cadets of all
environments located in the region; and

g. to provide regional medical, Dental, social welfare,
civilian personnel administration, band and chaplain
services within the region.

The dental organization is based on this regional concept with
detachments located at major bases and commanded by a Senior Dental
Officer located at Command Headquarters.

The Senior Dental Officer at AIRCOM HQ (as do his counterparts
in the other regions) fulfill two roles:

a. as Commanding Officer 14 Dental Unit, he reports directly
to the Chief of Staff Support (COS SUP) in the Air Command
structure. This is a direct line of command for which
there is a responsibility for the dental treatment in the
region; and

b. as Command Dental Officer for Air Command, there is the
responsibility for Air Command requirements.

Although not in the Chain of Command, there is also a direct

responsibility to NDHQ/DGDS for all professional and technical dental
matters.
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Therefore, the role of this Headquarters is to administer a
comprehensive unit dental service for 14,000 CF personnel of air and
land elements and eligible dependants and civilians dispersed throughout
the three prairie provinces, the Yukon, Northwest Territories, and
Western Ontario.

The work encompasses a broad spectrum of professional and
administrative activities of both recurring and non-recurring types.
Professional activities include establishment of objectives and
priorities in the various programs; evaluating progress and redirecting
programs as required, organizing and promoting professional development;
and developing unit policy and methods for providing dental services.

Administrative duties include personnel management, financial
management, logistic functions, liaison with civil and military
agencies, inspections and . recruitment.

To carry out these duties, the CO is assisted by a staff of
one DAO, one Sgt 831 and one Secretary. A WO and Cpl DE Tech round
out the team and are charged with all the dental equipment installation
and maintenance responsibility.

The unit is extremely large being some 2,000 miles wide and
2,000 miles long, thus TD travel plays a big part in the unit due
to the fact that the CO should visit each of the full time clinics
twice a year and the part time clinics at least once every two years.
Unfortunately, the DE Techs, along with their two counterparts in
Edmonton must visit all 19 clinics at least once a year. At least
20 treatment visits of two week durations are made by the various
detachments to their part time responsibilities. All of this travel
must be carried out on a budget of $24,000 and with staff and resources
at hand.

Having provided a brief description of our Unit Headquarters,
command affiliation and some of the associated functions and
responsibilities, our next articles will centre on the Bases and
Stations unique to 14 Dental Unit.

UNIT MEETING

A 14 Dental Unit meeting was held at CFB Edmonton 15-17 Oct 84
to update clinic personnel and to introduce the new Dental Care Program.
Col Begin and Maj Cooper from DGDS and Maj Legras from CFTSHQ gave
major presentations on the program. Approximately 40 unit members
attended. A lot of interest was generated on the program as was evident
by the ensuing discussion and also the nature of questions asked.
The hosting Dental Staff are to be commended on the manner in which
the meeting was organized and carried out. We often forget about
the preparation and coordination required for a meeting of this size,
not to mention the unknown factors such as weather and travel cancellations.

Planning for Ex RV 85 continued during the third quarter of
1984. Personnel have now been designated by our Regional Dental Units
to man the RV 85 Field Dental Company. Obviously our request for
volunteers in the September 1984 edition of this publication was well
received; so well in fact that a mid-concentration rotation of
personnel will be required to ensure that all male volunteers are
provided equal opportunity to attend the exercise. The only major
concern remaining is whether or not our new dental vans will be

available in time for RV 85. Recent concerns over the production
schedule for this equipment has prompted 15 Dental Unit to begin
preparation of a contingency plan for field dental equipment. The

production of RV 85 Standing Operating Procedures (SOPs) is well
underway. It should be noted that for Ex RV 85 the Dental Services
SOP has been separated from the Medical Services SOP. Additional
SOPs for "FMC Division'" and the Field Dental Company are also being
prepared.

In early September the CO and Ops O of 15 Dental Unit visited
35 Dental Unit and accompanied the DGDS during his visit to FALLEX 84,
The visit provided an excellent opportunity to view, once again, the
CFDS grouping with Combat Service Support in the field and to discuss
doctrinal concerns regarding the Independent Brigade Group Service
Battalion Dental Platoon. The results were very similar to those
experienced during Ex MAITRE GUERRIER 84, as reported in the last
cdition of this newsletter, and once again confirmed that the grouping
concept is practicable. The doctrine for the dental platoon of the
independent brigade group, based on discussions with the DGDS, COs
15 and 35 Dental Unit and on the experience of both FALLEX 84 and
Exercise MAITRE GUERRIER 84, is now being refined and will be taught
on the Combat Service Support Intermediate Officers' Course (CSS I10C)
in November of this year. Capt G. Girard, 15 Dental Unit Detachment
Valcartier has been selected to attend this course. Hopefully, a
summary of the doctrine will be available for the next edition of
the Newsletter. IN PACE PARATUS.

DR. HAROLD WHITNEY HART, DMD, FICD, FRCD, a former member of the RCDC and
once Chief Instructor at the RCDC School in 1958 passed away on 15 October,
1984.

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CARDIOPULMONARY RESUSCITATION "LASER STYLE"

In 1983, the dental staff at CFB Trenton, took part in an
experimental project for Training Systems at 426 Squadron.

The purpose of the project was to analyse the efficacy of computer
video discs as training aids and the dental staff comprised the subject
sample.

The video disc program studied was Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation
which mutually benefitted both groups.

The utilization of the interactive video disc, as it is called,
is relatively new technology. It is a symbiosis of the computer and
the laser-vision disc as opposed to the stylus disc. It offers enormous
storage capacity and provides random access. Technically a low-powered
laser beam reads billions of microscopic bits of information imprinted
on a smooth disc. On each side are stored 54,000 pictures and with
a 0.02 seconds access time, any picture can be called up instantly.

The CPR disc was developed by the American Heart Association
to instruct trainees in saving cardiac arrest victims after its first
prototype was demonstrated November 1980 at a convention in Miami.

By this means, a normally one week course was condensed into
1 - 1% days. Dental staff were run through the same course in pairs,
eg. dental officer and dental assistant, maintaining a team approach

to emergency procedures.

SUMMARY
Capt R. Park, D.D.S. is presently on staff at the Base Dental

Clinic CFB Trenton. Capt Park is a 1981 graduate from McGill University.
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The course left nothing to be desired in content. It also
provided for practical rehearsal of cardiac arrest emergencies utilizing
a resusci-anne linked to the disc capable of monitoring pulse and
pupil dilation/constriction with tactile and audio feedback via the
video screen. From time to time, things like '"shout a little louder"

or "a little more gently this time'" were heard.

At the conclusion of the course, the system provided for
examination, grading and certification.
All staff members were certified and felt the course was well

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EMPLOI DU "LASER" DANS LA REANIMATION CARDIOPULMONAIRE

En 1983 le personnel du service dentaire de la base de Trenton
a participé, a l'escadron 426, a une analyse de l'efficacité d'un
systéme de formation comportant l'emploi d'un disque vidéo lu par
ordinateur.

Le programme étudié portait sur la réanimation cardiopulmonaire
et les deux groupes en ont tiré profit.

L'utilisation du disque vidéo interactif n'est entrée que
récemment dans la technologie. Il s'agit d'une symbiose entre l'ordinateur
et le disque a lecture par laser qui remplace le disque employé avec
une téte de lecture classique. Sa capacité de mémoire est énorme
et il permet un accés sélectif. Un faisceau de rayons laser de faible
intensité effectue la lecture de milliards de bits microscopiques
d'information imprimés sur un disque lisse. Chaque cdté du disque
peut recevoir 54 000 images et le temps d'acces de 0,02 seconde permet
de rappeler n'importe quelle image presque instantanément.

Le disque sur la réanimation cardiopulmonaire a été mis au

point par la American Heart Association pour enseigner les techniques

de réanimation des victimes d'arréts cardiaques aprés que le premier
prototype eut été exposé a Miami, en novembre 1980, a l'occasion d'un

congres.

11 devenait possible de donner en un jour ou un peu plus,
un cours qui normalement aurait duré une semaine. Pour recevoir ce
cours, les membres du personnel des services dentaires avaient été
groupés par paires, un dentiste et son assistant formant équipe pour
les interventions d'urgence.

Le contenu du cours ne laissait rien a désirer. Il comportait
également un exercice pratique de réanimation sur un mannequin ''resusci-anne'
relié au disque de sorte qu'il était possible de surveiller le poulx
et la dilatation ou la contraction des pupilles par feedback tactile
ou audio sur 1'écran vidéo. On pouvait entendre a certains moments
des ordres comme ''shout z little louder " (criez un peu plus fort')
ou "a little more gently this time' ("un peu plus doucement cette
fois").

A la fin du cours, les participants ont subi un examen et recu
une note de méme qu'une attestation de compétence.

Tous les membres du personnel ont réussi l'examen et sont

satisfaits de l'expérience.
