BARRIE TORNADO DISASTER/CFDSS INVOLVEMENT

On Friday, 31 May 1985, an area of Central Ontario was reminded
of the destructive forces which are periodically unleashed by Mother
Nature without warning. Commencing at approximately 1650 hrs, while
skipping across the countryside, a Tornado carved a path of death and
destruction seldom seen outside a war zone. The loss of life was heavy:
12 unsuspecting victims of whom 4 were children. Property losses both
commercial and private were staggering and ran into many tens of
millions of dollars.

One of the harder hit communities was the city of Barrie and in
particular the area known as Allendale Heights. Within seconds of the
tornado touching down, homes which reflected the pride of their
occupants, were reduced to heaps of rubbish; roofs, floors and walls had
disintegrated into sticks. In a nearby industrial park nothing remained
but sketchy outlines of the foundations of the medium sized buildings
that made up the park. Major highways in the area became impossible due
to the accumulation of debris and overturned vehicles. Communications
and power in the area were totally disrupted with mass confusion the
result.

The civilian authorities requested emergency assistance from
military personnel at CFB Borden in order to aid the Barrie police in
securing the area and also to provide search and rescue resources where
required. Several CFDSS personnel were ianvolved in this effort either
on a purely volunteer basis or through military tasking. WO P.D. Paige
arrived at the scene very shortly after the catastrophe and worked
throughout the night with military personunel in maintaining
communication between the different organizations involved and in
relaying information to the proper authorities.

Cpl(W) S.M. Mowforth heard a call for volunteers on the radio and
promptly offered her home as a possible refuge for tornado victims. In
addition, she assisted the Red Cross in unloading supplies and in
calming the civilian population. Cpl(W) Nishimura, Pte J.S.M. Champagne
and Pte(W) Sparkes conducted searches for possible victims by sifting
through the rubble. In addition, they aided with traffic control and
security by ensuring that only the individuals whose presence was
required could approach the disaster site thus enabling local
authorities to maintain a firm grip on the area and to restore order to
the area as rapidly as possible.

It is but on rare occasions that Canadians get to evaluate the
high standard of training that exists in the Canadian Forces.
Unfortunately, these opportunities wusually arise during or in the
aftermath of disasters such as the one that crippled the Barrie area.
We should all be proud of our expertise in these matters and also of the
sense of responsibility towards the local community that was
demonstrated by military personnel and by CFDSS personnel in particular.

MORE NEWS OF THE NEW HALIFAX HOSPITAL/DENTAL CLINIC

In response to a request from Col Brogan, CO 12 DU the following
letter was sent to him from Dr. Barbara Blake and recounts the 1life
story of one Mrs. Archie MacCallum, who was a dentist in her own right
and wife of Dr. Archie MacCallum in whose name the recently constructed
Halifax Hospital was dedicated.

Dr., Barbara Blake, the author of this letter, is Mrs., MacCallum's
daughter and presently resides in Willowdale, Ontario.

As editor of this Newsletter, I would like to thank Mrs, Blake
for providing us with this information on her mother., 1In addition, I
would like to add that I found her letter both interesting and
informative especially when one realizes that in 1919 a woman in
accordance with the law was not considered a "person”, Thank God
Mrs, Blake, for women like your mother who had the fortitude to fight
for her rights and her profession. To our female readership perhaps
when you read this letter you too will feel that "We women have come a
long way" since 1919,

"Dear

I was delighted to receive your letter of July 29th requesting
information about my mother, She would have been very pleased that the
new hospital would have an up-to-date large dental facility and she
would have been touched to know that you wanted a momento of her for a
place of honour.

Mother was born on the family farm in Lowen Middle River, Cape
Breton on March 22nd 1893, the daughter of Anne (MacDonald) and
Christopher MacKenzie, She was the tenth of eleven children, only two
of whom were boys., She was christened Arrabelle Catherine MacDonald
MacKenzie, Her father died when she was only two but "the education"
was important to grandmother and all the girls as well as the boys were
encouraged to get a proper schooling, Mother received her elementary
education in Middle River and Baddeck and her high school at the Halifax
Ladies College. She taught school on the Prairies for a couple of years
to earn money for university, She began at Dalhousie in Medicine but
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switched to dentistry in her second year. She graduated in 1919, In
her last year she discovered that in law a woman was not a "person" and
because of this she would not be permitted to get a licence to practice
dentistry. However, she argued her case before the Nova Scotia
Legislature and was able to get a special exemption and be made a person
for the purpose of securing a liceunce. Her sister, Emelyn MacKenzie
graduated from Dalhousie in law the same year and she, too, had to be
officially made a person to be admitted to the bar - she was another
"first"” in Nova Scotia.

Mother and her sister were students at the time of the Halifax
explosion and although she had been badly cut on the arm by flying glass
she and Emelyn did commendable work for days, with the victims, In
recognition of her work and because she was clever she was given a
scholarship to Fordham in Boston after graduation. She took her
post-graduate work in children's dentistry. She returned to Halifax and
operated a children's dental clinic - where father met her. They were
married in 1922 in Halifax with full naval ceremony.

When the R.C.N. medical service was disbanded my parents moved to
Toronto and both had offices in the house. Mother had a large practice
and she and father kept evening office hours. This was very popular
particularly with men who did not want to take time off work to visit
the dentist. At the end of office hours parents and patients moved to
the living room for a few hands of bridge and some food.

Mother considered herself an artist and did beautiful
prosthetics. In 1936 she was asked to give a clinic in prosthetics at
the British Empire Dental Convention which was held in London, England
that year. She was quite a hit, Father, who was in the R.C.N.V.R.
sailed in the Saguenay when it accompanied the Vimy pilgrims that same
summer and they were re-united at a garden party in Buckingham Palace
which was given for the pilgrims and the personnel of the Saguenay.

When World War II broke out we prepared to move to Halifax but
father was posted to Ottawa so we moved there instead. Mother ran the
Ottawa Board of Education's high school dental clinic throughout the war
years and until they retired and returned to Toronto. Mother died omn
March 28th, 1984 and is buried in the Middle River churchyard...."

CADIN/PINETREE RADAR CLOSURES

Once again, Unit personnel have been busy providing treatment
services to the part-time clinics within the Prairie and Northern
Regions. Forty unit members have had the opportunity to travel, while
another ten were allowed to enjoy the Sun and Sand in Wainwright this
summer. Enjoy it while you can because the end is in sight! Over the
next three years the following eight part-time clinics within the 14
Dental Unit area of responsibility will be closed: CFS Yorkton, CFS
Beausejour, CFS Inuvik, CFS Alsask, CFS Dana, CFS Beaverlodge, CFS Sioux
Lookout, and CFS Gypsumville.

This is all part of the program to modernize and re-align air
defence assets in North America. Thus a decision has been made to close
CFS Inuvik and 17 of the 24 existing CADIN/PINETREE radar sites.

The closures are planned in three groups: five in each of the
first two years (1986-1987) and seven in the third year (1988). Closure
of the first group consisting of CFS Beausejour, Man., Falconbridge,
Ont., Lac St Denis, P.Q., Yorkton, Sask., and 43 Radar Squadron,
Penhold, Alberta, will have minimal impact on existing operations
surveillance coverage in that these sites are located in areas where
overlapping radar surveillance exists. Closure of the second group
consisting of Alsask, Dana, Sask., Gypsumville, Man., Lowther,
and Sioux Lookout, Ont., will commence the process of deleting
surveillance coverage from the centre of Canada outwards. Closure of
the third group counsisting of Baldy Hughes, B.C., Beaverlodge, Alta.,
Chibougamau, P.Q., Kamploops, B.C., Moisie, P.Q., Senneterre, P.Q., and
21 Radar Squadron St. Margarets, N.B., will complete that process,
leaving coastal radars at Holberg, B.C., Barrington, N.S., Syduney, N.S.,
Gander, Nfld., and Goose Bay, Labrador. Finally, Mont Apica, P.Q. and
42 Radar Squadron Cold Lake, Alta., will be retained to support CF 18
operations and training at Bagotville and Cold Lake.

CFB SHILO

The third in a series of articles on clinics within 14 Dental
Unit is forwared for publication. The following article on Dent Det
Shilo was written by Capt Hottman of that Det.

CFB Shilo, "Home of the Royal Canadian Artillery” is a Mobile
Command Base, located approximately 23 km east of Brandon and 180 km
west of Winnipeg, Manitoba. The base is ideally suited for its role as
a training area, with ranges which today extend some 20 miles south and
east of the main campsite, with an average width of eight to ten miles,
comprising an area of 96,000 acres (38,000 hectares). The varied
terrain provides probably the finest training ranges on the continent.
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The Base, which is responsible for the overall administration of
Base units and support for lodger units also provides most of the
amenities of a small city. There is a full range of services,
recreation facilities and community activities available, enough to
permit each resident to participate in everything his or her personal
taste dictates.

The origin of Shilo can be traced back to Sewell Camp,
established in 1910, located five miles north of the camp's present
location. Later renamed Camp Hughes (1915), the camp provided a valued
training area during World War TI. Shilo had its first introduction to
Army training in 1934, becoming a permanent year round establishment in
1942, After World War IIL, Shilo became the permanent home of the Royal
Canadian Artillery, except for coastal and anti-aircraft elements. The
Royal Canadian School of Artillery (RCSA) was established here with
Artillery training being carried out steadily since 1942, In additiom
to this, Shilo has been the scene of concentrated summer training for
the artillery element of the COTC and Militia units. In 1960 the RCSA
reorganized to include Aati-Aircraft, Surface to Surface Missile and
apprentice soldier training. During the winter of 1965-66 a West German
artillery unit carried out cold weather trials on their equipment,
Mechanized troops of the Federal Republic of Germany began training at
Shilo in May 1974 under a ten year bilateral agreement reached between
Canada and the Federal Republic of Germany.

Shilo has been the home of the Third Regiment Royal Canadian
Horse Artillery (3 RCHA) since the summer of 1970, 3 RCHA's primary
role has been the provision of artillery fire support to its brigade
group. In addition, the regiment has carried out many other duties,
including provision of support to the RCSA. The Regiment is an integral
part of a mechanized brigade group and is recognized throughout the
Canadian Forces for its ability to effectively support combat
operations.

The RCA Battle School is a Mobile Command Unit integral to
CFB Shilo. The Battle School employs about 40 permanent staff and is
currently tasked with the conduct of both Erdglish and French Language
artillery TQ3 courses. Up to two courses, with a student population of
90, are run simultaneously,

731 Communications Squadron is a Lodger Unit of CFB Shilo. The
Squadron, which employs over 80 military and civilian personunel, serves
as a Concentrator Site in the SAMSON Communication System, a vital link
in the Automated Defence Network.

Since 1974, CFB Shilo ranges have been used to train mechanized
units of the German Armed Forces through the German Army Training
Establishment, Shilo (GATES). Tank and armoured infantry battaliouns
train together from May to October each year. Eight groups of 664
personnel are transported to Canada every three weeks. Thus in a year
5,312 German soldiers receive training in Canada that is impossible to
duplicate in Germany. GATES is staffed by 40 military and ten civilian
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personnel who remain in Canada for three to five years. They are
augmented by a Headquarters and Service Support Company with a strength
of 194 personnel who are posted to Shilo for 9-1/2 months each year.
The presence of GATES provides an atmosphere that is unique to Shilo.

Dental treatment on this Base can be traced back to 28 May 1940,
when a small detachment was set up in a former hospital building. The
clinic was later updated in 1942 when Shilo was designated a year-round
camp. The clinic expanded during the war years but in 1946, the Dental
Lab was closed and the clinic staff reduced. During the 50's the Lab
was reinstated and some increases in staff were realized. 1In 1975, the
Dental Lab was closed for the last time and the clinic now has a
complement of two Dental Officers, three Dental Assistants and one
Hygienist. Although the clinic has been located in the south-east wing
of the Base Hospital for the past 30 years, it has been totally rebuilt
(over the years) around the original structure. The German Armed Forces
now operate a dental clinic in the old Dependants clinic which is
adjacent to our facility.

CFB Shilo is thus a Base of unique character. While providing a

valuable military training establishment, Shilo supports a direct spirit
of international cooperation that can be attributed to few other bases.

OPERATIONS AND PLANS

Field Dental Company Cadre (FDCC)

The FDCC is presently comprised of three permanent positions:
Officer Commanding (0C) - Maj L.W. Bailey, Operations and Training
Officer (Ops & Trg 0) - Capt N. Audet, and Operations and Traiuning
Warrant Officer (Ops &Trg WO) — MWO B. Rector. The FDCC has now been in
place since July 1985,

Terms of reference for FDCC personnel have been prepared and
approved. To better understand the role and function of the FDCC, the
following summary of duties applies for each of the FDCC positions
involved:

a. Officer Commanding (FDCC)

Organizes, administers and trains the field dental company;
co-ordinates field dental company participation in formation
level field training exercises; advises 88O Dent on the
production of dental field doctrine, operational plans,
dental field operations, dental field training standards and
related army staff matters; implements dental field doctrine;
prepares field dental company plans, SOPs and reports and
returns; controls field dental company materiel, equipment
security and finance; and acts as operations officer field
dental company during field training exercises and
operations.

b. Operations and Training Officer (FDCC)

Assists in the adminstration and training of field dental
company; assists in the implementation of dental
participation in formation level field training exercises;
assists in the implementation of dental field doctrine;
assists in the preparatioun of dental company plans, SOPs and
reports and returns; assists in the control of field dental
company materiel, equipment and finance; acts as training
officer for the Field Dental Company during field training
exercises.
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c. Operations and Training WO (FDCC)

Assists in the administration and training of field dental
company; performs the duties of the Company Sergeant-Major
and company senior tradesman; and acts as the company
security officer.

RV 85

The RV 85 Field Dental Company accomplished both its treatment
and training objectives. The organization of the Field Dental Company
was adequate to meet the exercise demands with the following exceptions:

a. company headquarters was too small to provide for sustained
24/7 operatiouns;

b. the company required a small materiel section to hold a
maintenance load of dental and medical materiel to resupply
company sub-units; and

c. the company lacked sufficient integral transport resources
for effective command, control, liaison and administration.

It was recommended that the field dental company doctrinal model
be revised to overcome the above inadequacies by including an operations
cell in company headquarters and by increasing the technical support
section to a Platoon which includes a materiel section and a transport
section in addition to the current organization (CFDS Newsletter
April 85). A suggested structure (organization) proposal was submitted
to DGDS on 15 August 1985.

FDCC Activities

The following planned activities will be undertaken over the
coming few months:

a. the establishment and selection of personnel to augment the
Field Dental Company;

b. the annual training plan for personnel assigned to the Field
Dental Company; and

C. a presentation package describing the role and
responsibilities of a dental platoon within an Independent
Brigade Group.

The Nijamegan 4-Day March

The Royal Netherland's 4-Day March, better known as the Nijmegan
March, has a long and interesting history. Briefly, the event began in
1906 as an international fitness competition for military teams from the
various invited countries. At its inception the competition included
several other events in addition to the marches. Over the years the
events have been separated, with civilians being allowed to participate
in the march. The civilian routes are different from the military
routes over much of their lengths.

Military Marchers must complete the four, 40 km routes, walked on
four consecutive days, in the boots and clothing normally worn by their
respective Armed Forces. All members of each team must carry at least
10 kg of kit. A team can have any number of participants greater than
ten, but must complete all of the marches with at least 907 of the
number they began with; no late stragglers are permitted. This rule is
very important if the team is to receive one of the coveted "Team
Medals"”. All members finishing the routes receive individual medals but
the trick is to keep all of your original starters and get the team
prizes.

There were 26,000 walkers for this years event, which lasted from
16-19 July. More than 7,000 of this number were members of military
teams. There were teams from 36 countries, coming from as far away as
Japan.

I attended this years event as a member of one of the three teams
of 12 men each, sent by the 2nd Ban PPCLI of CFB Baden-Soellingen. We
arrived one day early and spent the time resting and visiting the United
States Airborne Museum at Arnhem, which was the sight for the famous
battle portrayed in the movie "A Bridge Too Far".

We were also able to partake of the plentiful night 1life
sponsored by the city of Nijmegan during the course of the festival
week., All the streets in the core of the city were cordoned off and the
downtown area was turned into one huge celebration with an atmosphere
much like one would expect to find at the Mardi Gras. The festivities
continued from noon until dawn during the entire week.

We were awakened on the morning of the first march aand each
succeeding morning at 0330 hrs. Because of the festivities downtown,
some of the men were a little short on sleep. After a light breakfast,
we marched in teams the 2 km to the start line for that days 40 km
route., Of course, this 2 km had to be walked at the end of each day
also, but it always seemed easier than it had in the morning. Each days
route was different from the previous, all travelling through many small
towns, most lined with applauding and smiling citizens of all ages. The
Dutch seemed to give the Canadians an especially warm welcome, as large
areas of Holland were liberated by our troops in 1944, The warmth
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exhibited by the Dutch, especially the elderly, can't help but give rise
to feelings of pride for what our soldiers had accomplished in WW II.
The scenery along all the routes was very beautiful, varying from quiet
dairyland with grazing cows and sheep to windmills found along the
numerous lakes and rivers.

The fourth day's march was only 38 km, at the end of which all
contingents, including the Canadians, regrouped all teams and undertook
the final 5 km "Victory March" through the core of Nijmegan. More than
100,000 people lined the streets, the crowds often 10 deep, with many
more on their balconies and rooftops. Occasionally, a small child or a
young woman would dart out of the crowd and hand flowers to omne of the
troops. Often the soldier would be asked for kiss in return, much to
the delight of the cheering spectators. The continuous ovation from the

~crowd, certainly let the Canadian marchers know how much they
appreciated our efforts.

The Blister Ball is the name given the final night of
celebration. Of course it is aptly named, as many of the troops had
very sore feet by this time, myself included., It is an all out affair
with the streets and clubs filled to overflowing. There are bands
playing in all the little parks and squares in the downtown area, with
refreshments and food available in every possible location. The party
continued until dawu; some of the members of our group made it back to
camp just in time to pack up for the move back to Baden.

The quiet drive back home was very quiet indeed. It gave the
marchers time to reconsider their promises to themselves that "Never
Again" would they volunteer for such an arduous “"swan"., Many will try
to return to Nijmegan in 1986, I certainly hope to be one of then.
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ROYAL CANADIAN DENTAL CORPS
1915-1965

EDITOR'S NOTE

The following article written by Capt. E.W. Gazo (deceased) was
discovered by our editor while cleaning out a storage room at DGDS. I
found it to be quite interestiang and though CFDS members may enjoy
reading it. It was taken from Canadian Army Journals Volume XIX No. 2,
Ottawa 1965.

The Early Years

The dental health of members of the armed forces has been a
problem concerning the authorities as far back as the 17th century. At
that time the sole requirement was the possession of the requisite
number of teeth to enable the soldier to bite off the cap of the charge
before loading his musket. Under our modern councept, however, dental
services have become an integral part of the overall health services and
the physical welfare of the individual has become of more importance.

- It was not until the South African War that Canadian dental
surgeons for the first time operated in a theatre of war. Two dentists,
Dr. Eugene Lemieux of Montreal and Dr. David Henry Baird of Ottawa,
father of Brigadier K.M. Baird, (Director General of Dental Services),
(at the time this article was written) served as part of the Canadian
Army Medical Corps (CAMC) in South Africa in 1900-1902 with No. 10
Canadian Field Hospital, and the 2nd (Special Service) Battalion, The
Royal Canadian Regiment.

When the First World War broke out in 1914, Canadian dentists
were again sent overseas to complement the health services of the CAMC.
However, by 1915 the need became evident for a self-administered Corps
which would be specifically responsible for the oral health of troops
proceeding to, or already serving overseas. This new corps was formed
in the Spring of 1915 and was designated the Canadian Army Dental Corps
(CADC). With three months, treatment sections were in full operation
throughout France in support of various field units. In recognition of
outstanding service, a total of 87 honours and awards were presented to
CADC personnel.,

1918-1938

The CADC now was assigned a new responsibility, that of rendering
the servicemen dentally fit to return to civilian employment. This
proved an enormous task as 60,000 men were being released each month and
over two—-thirds required extensive treatment, Accordingly, the

establishment for the CADC actually increased for a short period
following the First World War.
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As all components of the Canadian forces dwindled to a peacetime
structure, so eventually did the Dental Corps until only a skeleton
formation existed to provide treatment, It was a time of apathy,
interest in the Dental Corps per se diminished and its autonomy was
threatened. By 1930, despite the Corps asserting itself to a degree by
adopting “emerald green” as its official colour, its existence in the
Canadian Army was almost entirely oun paper. In 1935 the CADC was
reorganized to place the dental service under the Director General of
Medical Services. The same year the Canadian dental service was
extended to include servicemen of the Royal Canadian Navy and the Royal
Canadian Air Force.

In the spring of 1938, a committee of the Canadian Dental
Association approached representatives of the Department of Natioumal
Defence with a plan for mobilization of the Dental Corps, based on the
thesis prepared by Dr., F.M. Lott of the University of Torouto. In the
autumn of 1938 these proposals were .accepted by-the Minister of National
Defence and the Adjutant General. One year later the "emerald green"
unit was redesignated "The Canadian Dental Corps" ("Army" having been
dropped due to the new tri-service respounsibility).

The Second World War

The Corps, with its new administration, found itself developing
at a most inappropriate time ~- the eve of another world war. As the
Canadian Armed Forces prepared to go overseas, dental clinics were
quickly provided across the Dominion to support the heavy recruitment
programme. This initial role was succesfsully completed through the
efforts of many dentists and auxiliary personnel who volunteered to aid
the national cause.

To provide treatment for the Royal Canadian Navy, clinics were
set up aboard ships and near shore establishments. Considerable
treatment was accomplished, and in many instances dental officers also
initiated improvements in hygiene and sanitation resultiang in a rise in
the morale of the ships' company.

The formation of six additional dental companies was required to
provide treatment for the rapid expaunsion of the RCAF and the British
Commonwealth Air Training Plan.

Throughout Canada, traianing programmes for dentists and
technicians were accelerated to meet the heavy requirements. Equipment
and supplies were bulk-purchased and shipped to the United Kingdom.
Through the generosity of many civilian organizations, the Dental Corps
procured a number of mobile dental vans which were to prove important in
keeping pace with mechanized units in the theatres of war.

Detachments from the various military districts united to form
the 1lst Divisional Dental Company. This unit arrived 1in the United
Kingdom on New Year's Eve 1939, and within three weeks was operating in
clinics throughout Great Britain. During a review of this unit in the
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early months of 1940, all ranks received the personal congratulations of
His Majesty King George VI who commented favourably on the alacrity of
their mobilization and on reaching peak function in such short time.
During the first year one of the dental detachments saw action when they
accompanied a commando force to Spitzbergen, an Arctic archipelago 600
miles from the North Pole.

By the second year of the war dental teams were established in
many parts of the globe -- in the Aleutian Islands, the Middle East,
India, Ceylon and Burma, Iceland and Jamaica. In fact, the dental
detachment in Hong Kong in support of the Winnipeg Grandiers and Royal
Rifles of Canada became prisoners of war when that garrison fell to the
Japanese on 26 December 1941, However, these men continued to provide
dental treatment for fellow POWs for the duration of the war with the
supplies obtained through the efforts of the Red Cross.

The early years in England during which the Canadian Army was
training for the demanding tasks ahead provided an opportunity for the
Dental Corps to carry out its own role of making the troops as dentally
fit as possible. 1In addition, dental officers and technicians attended
special courses required to fit them for new responsibilities peculiar
to a dental service in wartime. It was a busy period and CDC personnel
had little occasion to complain of inactivity.

In July 1943, with the plans for the invasion of Sicily
completed, the lst Divisional Dental Company boarded the "Empress of
Russia” for the Mediterranean. For almost two years, this unit
supported the British Eighth Army across the razor-backed mountains of
Sicily and Italy. When the unit was finally disbanded in March 1945,
records indicated that treatment had been afforded to members of the
Canadian Forces, the Eight Army, the Free French Force, the Greek
Mountain Brigade, The United States 5th Army and the Desert Air Force.

Operation Overlord

The emphasis on dental treatment gradually assumed a lesser
importance as preparations were intensified for the impending invasion
of continental Europe. The Corps itself was 1involved with
considerations concerning the equipment and supplies to be used during
and immediately after D-Day. However, when the time came all comapnies
were ready to move and able to operate under whatever conditions
prevailed.

On D-Day the Canadian Dental Corps was represented on the
Normandy beaches by three detachments from No. 5 Company with the 3rd
Canadian Division, one with each of the Field Ambulances of the assault
brigades. By D + 30 the balance of No. 5 Company and all of No. 9
Company from 2 Canadian Corps were in France and busily engaged in
providing not only emergeuncy treatment but regular treatment for the
troops out on rest, Technical dental supplies reached all clinics
despite heavy shelling air raids and stormy channel conditions. The
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primary role of the Corps now became one of counservation and maintenance
of manpwoer for the fighting units by the prevention of any loss through
oral disability.

At this particular critical period and throughout the remaiander
of the war, it was generally conceded by the Allied Commanders that the
dental services provided by the Canadian Dental Corps were second to
none, whether reundered in a static clinic, mobile van or by a dental
officer with an emergency kit.

The Post-War Years

The CDC was reorganized as a component of the peacetime forces
effective 1 October 1946, The authorized establishment was 93 dental
officers and 147 other ranks for the Directorate, No. 11 Company RCDC
(Army), NO, 12 Company (Navy), No. 13 Company (RCAF) and No. 1 Central
Dental Stores. On 15 Jauuary 1947 His Majesty-King -George VI-approved
the graant of the title "Royal" for the Corps.

This establishment remained fairly counstant wuantil two more
companies, No. 14 at Winnipeg in June, and No. 15 at Montreal in
November, were authorized in 1950 because of an increase in the size of
the armed forces,

Again in 1950, as part of the Canadian contribution to the United
Nation's Forces, No. 20 Field Dental Unit (later No. 25) was sent to
Korea. For five years, seven mobile field clinics and one clinic with .
the reinforcement group in Japan provided treatment until the return of
the Canadian Forces to Canada late in 1954. Two detachments continued
to serve until March 1955, one remaining in Korea until the autumn of
1957.

During the early 1950's, two dental units were established in
Europe in support of Canada's NATO role, To this present time, they
serve the personnel of the Canadian Infantry Brigade Group and No, 1 Air
Division, RCAF, in Germany and France.

The RCDC currently has two UN commitments. In 1956 a dental
detachment of two sectiouns (now three) was sent to Camp Rafah on the
Gaza Strip in the Middle East. The officer in charge of this detachment
is also the Senior Dental Staff Officer for all UN forces in this area.
Since March 1964, dental detachments have also served on the island of
Cyprus in support of the Canadian Contingent there.

THE RCDC TODAY (as seen in 1965)

The RCDC of today has changed in many ways since the years in
France, 1914~1918, TIn order to maintain the high standards expected of
it, the RCDC conducts professional aund trades training courses, has
modern equipment ia all clinics and continually plans for improved
accommodation.
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The RCDC School has moved from Ottawa to a modern and well
equipped building in Camp Borden that was officially opened in 1958.
The training of RCDC tradesmen is conducted at this school for the
trades of technical dental therapist, clinical technicians, laboratory
technicians and dental assistants. The equipment technicians and
storemen are trained at No. 1 Dental Equipment Depot, Camp Petawawa.

Dental officers receive their Captain to Major Qualifying Course
at the school and are also sent on clinical refresher courses for
post-graduate training. Further training is made available at various
universities in Canada, the United States, Britain and in Burope. RCDC
officers for several years have also attended post-graduate courses
conducted by the United States navy at Bethesda, Maryland, and with the
US Army at Walter Reed Army Medical Centre in Washington, D.C. An
instructor exchange programme between the U.S. Navy and Army and the
RCDC School has developed as a result of the close liaison and
relationship between the Dental Corps of both countries.

Various plans have been offered to dental undergraduates as a
post-war continuation of a wartime expediency. These plans have granted
financial aid for education in return for specified length of service
following graduation. The Dental Officer Subsidization Plan (DOSP) now
in effect commenced in April 196l. An undergraduate is now offered up
to 45 months' free tuition, cost of instruments, supplies and $75.00 per
year for textbooks. He may receive 24 months' pay as a 2nd lieutenant.
Following graduation he is required to serve for five years with the
Corps in the minimum rank of captain. At the present time there are
approximately 100 undergraduate students im all dental faculties across
Canada who are being subsidized by the Department of National Defence
and who will come to full-time service with the Corps on graduation.

The past fifty years has been a period of a great change in the
profession of dentistry and, as a direct result, in development of
dental services in the Canadian Forces. It is also true that the RCDC
can take pride in the role it has taken in bringing about this change
and especially so in making Canadians aware of dentistry as one aspect
of total health care. The Corps has always been proud of its record of
service and this remains as important in peacetime as in wartime. There
appears no reason why it should not continue to become an even more
enviable tradition in the years to come.

Les débuts

Déja au XVII® Sidcle, les autorités militaires &taient préoccupées
par la santé dentaire de leurs hommes. A 1'&poque, un soldat ne devait
avoir que les dents uécessaires pour déchirer ses charges avant de les
vider dauns son mousquet. De uos jours, non seulement les services
dentaires font partie intégrante des services de santé offerts, mais le
bien—-&tre physique de chaque homme est Dbeaucoup plus important
qu'auparavant,

Ce n'est pas avant les hostilités de la Guerre des Boers que des
chirurgiens~dentistes canadiens pratiquent pour la premiére fois une
opération dans un théidtre de guerre. En effet, deux dentistes, les
docteurs Bugdne Lemieux de Montréal et David Henry Baird d'Ottawa (fils
du brigadier—général K.M. Baird, autre fois Directeur général du Service
dentaire) ont servi au sein du corps de santé de 1'Armée canadienne
(CAMC), en Afrique du Sud, de 1900 3 1902, avec le 10 hépital canadien
de campagne et le 2© .bataillon (service spécial) du Royal Canadian

Regiment.

Au dé&but de la Premidre Guerre moundiale, en 1914, les dentistes
canadiens ont &té d&p&chés une fois de plus 3 1'étranger pour préter
main-forte au CAMC. En 1915 toutefois, la nécessité de créer un
organisme autonome avec pour responsabilité premiére de veiller & la
santé dentaire des troupes en route vers 1l'é&tranger ou dé&jd sur place
se fait plus pressante. C'est donc au printemps de 1915 que le Corps
dentaire de 1'Armée canadienne (CADC) voit le jour. A peine trois mois
plus tard, des &quipes prodiguent dé&j3 des soins par toute la France
auprés de diverses unités de campagne. En reconnaissance des services
rendus, quelque 87 distinctions ont &té présentfes au personnel du CADC.

1918-1938

Pendant 1'aprés—-guerre, le CADC a eu pour tdche de prodiguer aux
militaires les soins qui s'imposent avant qu'ils ne rejoignent de
nouveau le rang des civils, Ce n'était pas une t8che facile, puisque
60 000 militaires &taient 11ibérés de 1'Armée chaque mois et gque le deux
tiers d'entre eux devalent recevoir des soins exhaustifs. Par
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conséquent, il a fallu, aprés la Premiére Guerre mondiale, accrofitre
pour une courte période les effectifs du CADC.

A 1'instar des autres composantes des forces canadiennes qui
adoptaient une organisation de temps de paix, le corps dentaire s'est
lui aussi retrouvé avec seulement une formation cadre pour assurer les
services. L'indifférence régnait, 1'intéré&t pour le corps dentaire
fléchissait et 1'autonomie méme de 1'organisme était menacée. Méme si
en 1930 1'organisme adoptait 1le “vert émeraude” comme couleur
officielle, il demeure qu'au sein de 1'Armée canadienne, ce service
n'existait guére plus que sur papier. En 1935, le CADC passe sous le
commandement du directeur général du service de santé et accueille en
ses rangs des membres de la Marine royale du Canada et de 1'Aviation
royale du Canada.

Au printemps de 1938, wun comité de 1'Association dentaire
canadienne propose aux représentants du ministére de 1la Défense
nationale un plan de mobilisation du Corps dentaire foudé sur une thése
élaborée par le docteur F.M. Lott, de 1'Université de Toronto. Le plan
a &té adopté 3 1'automne de cette méme année par le ministre de la
Défense nationale et 1'adjudant général. Une année plus tard, 1'unité
au "vert é&meraude” est redésignée "Corps dentaire canadien” (le mot
"Armée" est supprimé compte tenu de la responsabilité de cet organisme
envers les trois armes).

La Seconde Guerre mondiale

Fort de sa nouvelle structure, le Corps dentaire a pris de
1'ampleur 3 un moment pour le moins inopportun, soit 3 la veille d'un
autre conflit mondial. La mobilisation des Forces armées canadiennes a
donné lieu 3 un important programme de recrutement 3 1'appui duquel des
cliniques dentaires ont été mises sur pied un peu partout dans le
Dominion., Le CDC a pu mener 3 bien son rdle premier grice au dévouement
de nombreux dentistes et membres du persoannel auxiliaire qui ont
travaillé bénévolement 3 la cause nationale.

Pour desservir la Marine royvale du Canada, des cliniques ont é&té
aménagées 3 bord des navires et dans des établissements d proximité des
cStes. Nombre de soins y ont été prodigués et, dans plusieurs cas, les
dentistes militaires ont permis d'accroitre les normes d'hygiéne et de
propreté 3 bord, ce qui a eu pour effet direct de remonter le moral des

troupes.

L'essor rapide de 1'Aviation royale canadienne et du Plan
d'entratnement aérien du Commonwealth a entrafiné la création de six
compagnies dentaires.

Les besoins en persounel compétent é&taient tels que partout au
Canada les programmes de formation des dentistes et des techniciens sont
accélérés. Les pidces d'Equipement et le matériel nécessaires sont
achetés en vrac et expédiés par cargo au Royaume-Uni. Grace 3 la
générosité de nombreux organismes civils, le Corps dentaire canadien a
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pu se doter de véhicules spéciaux, lesquels ont été fort utiles dans
1'appui des unités mécanisées servant dans un thédtre d'opération.

Des dé&tachements de différents districts militaires se sont
regroupés pour former la 1¥® Compagnie dentaire divisionnaire. Arrivée
au Royaume-Unl le 31 décembre 1939, cette dernidre n'a mis que trois
semaines pour se disperser dans des cliniques en Graunde-Bretagne.
Pendant une jinspection de la compagnie faite au cours des premiers mois
de 1940, Sa Majesté le rol George VI a félicité les militaires de tous
les grades pour 1l'empressement avec lequel ils se sont mobilisés et ont
atteint leur plein régime de travail. Cette premiére année, un des
détachements dentaires a combattu aux cb8tés du commando qu'il
accompagnait 3 Spitzbergen, un archipel arctique situé 3 600 milles du
pdle Nord.

Dés la deuxiéme année du conflit, des é&quipes dentaires ont é&té
dispersées de par le moude, notamment dans les  fles Aléoutiennes, au
Moyen-Orient, en Indes, au Ceylan et en Birmanie, en Islande et en
Jamaique. Le 26 décembre 1941, le détachement dentaire 3 Hong Kong, qui
appuyait les Winnipeg Grenadiers et les Royal Rifles of Canada, est fait
prisonnier lorsque cette garnison tombe aux mains des Japonais. Grice
aux efforts déployés par la Croix—Rouge pour acheminer le matériel
nécessaire, 1le détachement est parvenu, pendant sa détention, 3
prodiguer des soins aux autres prisonniers de guerre avec eux.

Alors que 1'Armée canadienne s'entrainait en Angleterre en
prévision des tiches difficiles 3 venir, le Corps dentaire canadien a pu
s'acquitter de son propre rdle, 3 savoir prodiguer les soins essentiels
pour que les troupes jouissent d'une boune santé dentaire., De plus, les
dentistes militaires et 1les techniciens ont suivi des cours les
préparant 3 assumer les responsabilités qui incombent 3 un service
dentaire en temps de guerre., Le personnel du CDC était fort occupé et
avait bien peu 1'occasion de se plaindre d'inactivité.

En juillet 1943, les plaus des alliés pour 1'invasion de la Sicile
sont enfin préts. La 1Y® Compagnie dentaire divisionnaire monte a bord
du Empress of Russia en route vers la Méditerranée, Pendant presque
deux ans, la compagnie appuie la 82 Armée britannique alors occupée 3
franchir les durs sommets de la Sicile et d'Italie. Lorsqu'en mars
1945, les autorités procddent 3 son démantélement, les annales révé@lent
que la compagnie a assuré des soins aux membres des Forces canadiennes,
de la 8% Armée britannique, des Forces frangaises libres, de la Brigade
des chasseurs de Grdce, de la 58 Armée des ftats-Unis et de la Force
aérienne du désert,

Opération Overlord

Bien entendu, au fur et & mesure que progressent les préparatifs
pour 1'invasion de 1'Europe, les besoins en matidre de soins deuntaires
se font moins pressants, Le CDC a aidé 3 déterminer quelles piédces
d'équipement et de matériel seraient nécessaires pendant et
immédiatement aprés le Jour J. Le moment venu, toutes les compagnies
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&taient prétes 3 se mettre en marche et 3 s'acquitter de leurs
fonctions, quelles que soient les conditious.

Ce jour-13, trois détachements de la 5% compagnie, qui accompagnait
la 3® division canadienne, représentaient le CDC, soit un dé&tachement
pour chaque Ambulance de campagne des brigades d'assaut. Au
Jour J + 30, les autres membres de la 5% compagnie et 1'ensemble de la
9€ compagnie du 2® Corps d'armée canadien &taient en poste en France et
prodiguaient non seulement des soins d'urgence, mais aussi des
traitements de routine aux militaires en repos. Les matériaux dentaires
parvenaient quand méme jusqu'aux cliniques, en dépit des importants
bombardements adriens et des mauvaises conditions atmosphériques sur la
Manche. Le Corps dentaire canadien avait maintenant pour rdle principal
de donner aux militaires une bonne santé dentaire de maniére qu'ils
puissent retourner 3 leurs unités de combat respectives.

Pendant cette période décisive de la Guerre et les mois qui ont
suivi, les Commandants des Forces alliées étaient unanimes quant 3 la
qualité sans précédent des soins offerts par le Corps dentaire canadien
dans une clinique statique ou mobile, ou dans des situations d'extré&me
urgence.

L'aprés—-guerre

Le 1T octobre 1946, le CDC devient une composante officielle des
forces de temps de paix. Le tableau des effectifs prévoyaient a
1'époque 93 dentistes militaires et 147 membres du personnel non
officier affectés 3 la Direction, 3 la 11® compagnie du RCDC (Armée), 3
la 12¢ compagnie (Marine), 3 la 13® compagnie (ARC) et au 1T Dépdt
central de matériel dentaire. Le 15 janvier 1947, Sa Majesté le roi
George VI approuvait 1'ajout du mot “royal™ 3 la désignation du Corps
dentaire canadien.

Ce tableau des effectifs a peu varié jusqu'd ce que soit créée, en
juin et en novembre 1950 respectivement, la 14 compagnie de Winnipeg et
la 15 compagnie de Montré&al en raison de 1'accroissement du nombre de
militaires.

Cette année 13, la 20® Unité dentaire de campagne (qui deviendra la
258 Unité) est détachée en Corée, avec les Forces des Natiomns unies.
Pendant cing ans, les membres de sept cliniques mobiles de campagne et
d'une autre clinique avec les troupes de renfort au Japon ont prodigué
des soins aux Forces canadiennes, jusqu'd leur retour au pays 3 la fin
de 1954, Deux détachements du CDRC sont demeurés en terre nippone
jusqu'en mars 1955, et un en Corée jusqu'd 1'automne de 1957.

Au début des anndes 1950, deux unités dentaires ont &té créées afin
d'appuyer le rdle du Canada au sein de 1'OTAN. R ce jour, celles-ci
desservent le groupe-brigade d'infanterie canadienne et la 1T€ Division
aérienne de 1'ARC, en poste en Allemagne et en Fraunce.
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Le CDRC doit s'acquitter de deux engagements auprds des N.U, En
1956, wun détachement ‘dentaire -autrefois formé de deux sectious
(maintenant trois) a été affecté au Camp Rafah, sur la bande de Gaza, au
Moyen~Orient. L'officier chargé de ce détachement est &galement
officier supérieur d'état-major du Service dentaire pour 1'ensemble des
Forces de 1'ONU dans ce secteur. Depuis mars 1964, des dé&tachements
dentaires ont é&galement accompli des périodes de service 3 Chypre, 3
1'appui du contingent canadien en poste.

LE CDRC AUJOURD'HUI (dans 1'année 1965)

Depuis son passage de trois ans en France, de 1914 3 1918, le CDRC a
beaucoup changé. Afin de maintenir la qualité de ses services, il a dd
organiser des cours de perfectiounement de carriére et de métier, doter
toute ses cliniques de matériel moderne et doit envisager de fagon
continuelle 1'amélioration de ses installations.

L'fcole du CDRC a quitté ses locaux 3 Ottawa pour des installations
plus modernes et mieux &quipées au Camp Borden, inaugurées en 1958. Les
assistants dentaires, les techniciens de clinique et de laboratoire et
les auxiliaires dentalres y sont formés, tandis que les techniciens de
1'équipement et les préposés 3 1'approvisionnement fréquentent le
18T Dépdt d'approvisionnement, au Camp Petawawa.

De leur cOté, les dentistes militaires qui détiennent le grade de
capitaine suivent &galement 3 cette FEcole les cours qui s'imposent en
vue d'une promotion. D'autres s'y recyclent avant d'entreprendre des
études supérieures. Les dentistes militaires peuvent &galement se
perfectionner 3 diverses universités au Canada, aux Etats-Unis, en
Grande-Bretagne et en Europe. Depuis plusieurs aunées dé&jid, les
officiers du CDRC peuvent suivre des cours d'études supérieures offerts
par la Marine américaine & Bethesda, au Maryland et par 1'Armée
américaine au Centre médical Walter Reed 3 Washington, D.C. Grdce aux
étroits rapports qui existent entre les services dentaires américaiuns et
canadiens, 11 a é&té€ possible de mettre sur pled un programme d'échange
d'instructeur provenant de la Marine et de 1'Armée américaines et de
1'€cole du CDRC. '

Aprés la guerre, différents plans de subvention des &tudes ont &té
offerts aux étudiants de premier cycle en médecine dentaire. Ces plans
prévoyaient une aide financilre aux fins d'études moyeunnant, en retour,
l'accomplissement d'une période de service prescrite. Le plan de
subvention des dentistes militaires (PSDM) a &té mis en vigueur en avril
1961. Un é&tudiant de premier cycle recevait une bourse eunglobant les
frais 1iés 3 au plus 45 mois d'études, le colit des instruments et des
matériaux nécessaires et 75 $ par annde pour 1l'achat de livres, A titre
de sous-lieutenant, 1'étudiant pouvait aussi recevoir 24 mois de solde.
Aprés avoir terminé ses é&tudes, 11 devait accomplir une période de
service de cing ans au sein du Corps 3 un grade d'au moins capitaine, A
1'heure actuelle, il y a eanviron cent é&tudiants de premier cycle
inscrits dans 1les wuniversités canadiennes. Leurs Etudes sont

subventionnées par le ministdre de la Dé&fense mnationale. A leur
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graduation, ils feront partie des effectifs réels du CDRC.

Au cours des cing derniéres années, de grands progrés ont &té
réalisés dans le domaine de la dentisterie qui ont, par conséquent,
modifiés de fagon considérable 1l'organisation des services dentaires des
Forces canadiennes. Le CDRC peut &tre fier de la fagon dont il s'est
adapté 3 ces changements et a réussi 3 sensibiliser la population
canadienne au fait que les soins dentaires ne sont qu'une partie des
soins de santé disponibles. Le Corps dentaire royal canadien s'est
toujours enorgueilli de son rendement au sein des Forces. Cette réalité
demeure aussi importante en temps de paix qu'en temps de guerre. Il n'y
a aucune raison pour laquelle cette tradition d'excellence ne peut se
perpétuer,
